What is HTML?
HTML is a language for describing Web pages.
»» HTML stands for HyperText Markup Language.

»» HTML is not a programming language, it is a markup language.

» A markup language is a collection of markup tags.

»» HTML uses markup tags to describe Web pages.

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HTML markup tags are usually called HTML tags or just tags.
HTML tags are keywords surrounded by angle brackets like <html>.
HTML tags normally come in pairs, like <b> and </b>.

The first tag in a pair is the start tag; the second tag is the end tag.

Start and end tags are also called opening tags and closing tags.

HTML documents describe Web pages.
HTML documents contain HTML tags and plain text.
HTML documents are also called Web pages.

The purpose of a Web browser (like Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox) is to read
HTML documents and display them as Web pages. The browser does not display
the HTML tags, but uses the tags to interpret the content of the page. In your
browser, it looks like figure I.1.

HTML Editors

In this tutorial, we use a plain text editor (like Notepad) to edit HTML. We believe
this is the best way to learn HTML.

Instead of writing plain text, however, professional Web developers often prefer using
HTML editors like FrontPage or Dreamweaver because they offer code-writing
shortcuts and helpful features.

We suggest you experiment with everything you learn in this book by editing your
Web files with a text editor (like Notepad) and opening them in Internet Explorer
to view the results.

To create a test Web on your own computer, just copy the following three files from
the w3schools Web site to your desktop.

When you save an HTML file, you can use either the .htm or the .html extension.
We use .htm in our examples. It is a habit from the past, when the software only
allowed three letters in file extensions.

In most cases, it is perfectly safe to use .html.

HTML documents are defined by HTML elements. An HTML element is every-
thing between the start tag and the end tag. The start tag is often called the opening
tag. The end tag is often called the closing tag.

HTML Element Syntax

HTML elements follow a certain format regardless of how the element is used.
»» An HTML element starts with a start tag/opening tag.
»» An HTML element ends with an end tag/closing tag.
»» The element content is everything between the start and the end tag,.
»  Some HTML elements have empty content.
»» Empty elements are closed in the start tag.
»» Most HTML elements can have attributes.

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Most HTML elements can be nested (contain or be contained within other HTML
elements). HTML documents consist of nested HTML elements.

The following example contains three HTML elements. Notice that the <p>
element is nested in the <body> element, which in turn is nested in the <htm1>
element. The results of these tags are shown in Figure 3.1.

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Empty HTML Elements

HTML elements without content are called empty elements. Empty elements can
be closed within the start tag.

<br> is an empty element without a closing tag. It defines a line break.
In XML and future versions of HTML, all elements must be closed.

Adding a slash to the end of start tag, like <br />, is the proper way of closing empty
elements, accepted by HTML, and XML.

Even if <br> works in all browsers, writing <br/> instead is more future proof.

Use Lowercase Tags

HTML tags are not case sensitive: <P> means the same as <p>. Plenty of Web sites
use uppercase HTML tags in their pages.

w3schools uses lowercase tags because the World Wide Web Consortium (W3C)

recommends lowercase in HTML 4.

Standard HTML Attributes

Attributes provide additional information about HTML elements.
»» HTML elements can have attributes.
»»  Attributes provide additional information about the element.
»» Artributes are always specified in the start tag.

»»  Attributes come in name/value pairs like: name="value”.

Defining Attribute Values

Attribute values should always be enclosed within quotation marks. While
“double quotes” are the most common, single-style quotes (also called primes) are
also allowed. In some rare situations, like when the attribute value itself includes
quotation marks, it is necessary to use primes. For example:

name='John "Shotgun" Nelson'
As another example, HTML links are defined with the <a> tag. The Web address,

surrounded by quotation marks, is the value of the attribute of the link element.
The results appear in Figure 4.1.

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Attribute names and values are not case sensitive. However, the World Wide
Web Consortium (W3C) recommends using lowercase attributes and values in its HTML
4 recommendation. Later versions require using lowercase.

HTML Attributes Reference

Table 4.1 lists some attributes that are standard for most HTML elements.

Table 4.1: Core Attributes

class class_rule or style_rule The class of the element
id id_name A unique id for the element
style style_definition An inline style definition
title tooltip_text A text to display in a tool tip

NOTE A specific id may only appear once in a web page, while class refers to a

class of elements that may appear many times in the same page.

Because users may skim your pages by their headings, it is important to use
headings to show the document structure. Headings are defined, from largest to
smallest, with the <h1> to <h6> tags.

H1 headings should be used as main headings, followed by H2 headings, then less
important H3 headings, and so on.

HTML Comments

Comments can be inserted in the HTML code to make it more readable and under-
standable. Comments are ignored by the browser and are not displayed, as demon-
strated in Figure 5.3.

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Viewing HTML Source Code

Have you ever seen a Web page and wondered “Hey! How did they do that?” To
find out, right-click in the page and select View Source (in Internet Explorer), View
Page Source (in Firefox), or similar options for other browsers. This will open a
window that shows you the HTML code of the page, as shown in Figure 5.4.

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HTML Line Breaks

Use the <br /> tag if you want a line break (a new line) without starting a new
paragraph. The <br /> element is an empty HTML element. It has no end tag.
The results of this code are shown in Figure 6.1.

In XML and future versions of HTML, HTML elements with no end tag
(closing tag) are not allowed. Even if <br> works in most browsers, writing <br />
instead is more future-proof and thus considered best practice.

HTML Output Tips

You can never be sure how HTML will be displayed. Large or small screens, differ-
ent brands of browsers, and resized windows will create different results.

Be aware that with HTML, you cannot change the output by adding extra spaces
or extra lines in your HTML code. The browser will remove extra spaces and extra
lines when the page is displayed. Any number of lines count as one space, and any
number of spaces count as as one space.

The following example shows how one might naturally think to format a passage of
multiline text, but the results of that code, shown in Figure 6.2, remind you that the
browser doesn’t break the lines as you expect without a <br /> tag.

Formatting
with tags is very bad and should be done with CSS,and/or more descriptive content
driven tags. Additionally, the <em>, <strong>, <dfn>, <code>, <samp>, <kbd>,
<var>,and <cite> tags are all phrase tags.They are not deprecated, but it is pos-
sible to achieve richer effect with CSS.

The HTML Style Attribute

The style attribute is a new HTML attribute. It introduces the use of CSS in

HTML. The purpose of the style attribute is to provide a common way to style
all HTML elements.

Styles were introduced with HTML 4 as the new and preferred way to style HTML
elements. With HTML styles, formatting and attributes can be added to HTML
elements directly by using the styTe attribute, or indirectly in separate Cascading
Style Sheets (CSS files).

In this book, we use the styTe attribute to introduce you to HTML styles
b and CSS. You can learn more about styles and CSS in our tutorial, Learn
CSS with w3schools.

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Hyperlinks, Anchors, and Links

In Web terms, a hyperlink is a reference (an address) to a resource on the Web.
Hyperlinks can point to any resource on the Web: an HTML page, an image, a
sound file, a movie, and so on.

An HTML anchor is a term used to define a hyperlink destination inside a docu-
ment.

The anchor element <a> defines both hyperlinks and anchors.

We will use the term HTML link when the <a> element points to a
resource, and the term HTML anchor when the <a> elements defines an address
inside a document.

HTML Link Syntax

The start tag contains attributes about the link.

<a href="ur1">Link text</a>

The element content (Link text) defines the part to be displayed. The element con-
tent doesn’t have to be text. You can link from an image or any other HTML ele-
ment.

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When the name attribute is used, the <a> element defines a named anchor inside
an HTML document. Named anchors are not displayed in any special way by the
browser because they are invisible to the reader.

Named anchors are sometimes used to create a table of contents at the beginning of
a large document. Each chapter within the document is given a named anchor, and
links to each of these anchors are put at the top of the document.

If a browser cannot find a named anchor that has been specified, it goes to the top
of the document. No error occurs.

img Tag and the src Attribute

In HTML, images are defined with the <img> tag.

The img tag is empty, which means that it contains attributes only and it has no
closing tag.

To display an image on a page, you need to use the src attribute. src stands for
“source”. The value of the src attribute is the URL of the image you want to dis-
play on your page.

The syntax of defining an image:

<img src="url" />

The URL points to the location or address where the image is stored. An image file
named "boat.gif" located in the directory "images" on "www.w3schools.com" has

the URL:

http://www.w3schools.com/images/boat.gif

It is not necessary to have administrative access to the actual image

file to which you are linking.You can link to any image as long as you know its URL.
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The browser puts the image where the image tag occurs in the document. If you put
an image tag between two paragraphs, the browser shows the first paragraph, then
the image, and then the second paragraph.

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alt Attribute

The alt attribute is used to define an alternate text for an image. The alt attribute
tells the reader what he or she is missing on a page if the browser can’t load images.
The browser will then display the alternate text instead of the image.

The value of the alt attribute is an author-defined text:

Tables are an excellent way to organize and display information on a page. Tables
are defined using the <table> tag.

A table is divided into rows with the <tr> tag, and each row is divided into data
cells using the <td> tag. The letters td stand for “table data,” which is the content of
a data cell. A data cell can contain text, images, lists, paragraphs, forms, horizontal
rules, tables, and so on. A simple HTML table appears in Figure 11.1.

HTML colors are defined using a hexadecimal (hex) notation for the combination
of Red, Green, and Blue color values (RGB). The lowest value that can be given to
one of the light sources is 0 (hex 00). The highest value is 255 (hex FF).

Hex values are written as three double-digit numbers, starting with a # sign, such
as #9ACD32.

These additional names are not a part of the W3C Web standard. If you
want valid HTML or CSS, use the HEX values instead.
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Some years ago, when computers supported a maximum of 256 different colors, a
list of 216 “Web Safe Colors” was suggested as a Web standard, reserving 40 fixed
system colors. This cross-browser color palette was created to ensure that all com-
puters would display the colors correctly when running a 256-color palette. This
is not important now, because most computers can display millions of different
colors.

frameset Tag

The <frameset> tag defines how to divide the window into frames. Each frame-
set defines a set of rows or columns.

If a frame has visible borders, the user can resize it by dragging the border. To pre-
vent a user from doing this, you can add noresize="noresize" to the <frame>
tag.

noframes Tag

Although they are less common these days, it’s a good idea to add the <noframes>
tag for older or text-based browsers that do not support frames.
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You cannot use the <body> tags together with the <frameset> tags. However, if
you add a <noframes> tag containing some text for browsers that do not support
frames, you will have to enclose the text in <body> tags. See how it is done in the
following example.

HTML 3.2 Was Very Wrong!

The original HTML was never intended to contain tags for formatting a document.
HTML tags were intended to define the content of the document like:

<p>This 1is a paragraph</p>
<h1>This is a heading</hl>

When tags like <font> and color attributes were added to the HTML 3.2 spec-
ification, it started a nightmare for Web developers. Development of large Web
sites where fonts and color information had to be added to every single Web page,
became a long, expensive, and unduly painful process.

Enter HTML 4.0

In HTML 4.0, all formatting can be removed from the HTML document and
stored in a separate style sheet. Because HTML 4.0 separates the presentation from
the document structure, you finally get what you always needed: total control of
presentation layout without messing up the document content.

What Should You Do About It?

»» Do not use presentation attributes inside your HTML tags if you can avoid
it. Start using styles! Please read Learn CSS with w3schools to learn more about
working with style sheets.

»» Do not use deprecated tags. Visit the w3schools HTML 4.01 Reference to see
which tags and attributes are deprecated:

How to Use Styles

When a browser reads a style sheet, it formats the document according to the
instructions in the sheet. There are three types of style sheets: external, internal,
and inline.
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External Style Sheet

An external style sheet is ideal when the style is applied to many pages. With an
external style sheet, you can change the look of an entire Web site by changing one
file. Each page must link to the style sheet using the <1ink> tag. The <1ink> tag
goes inside the <head> section.

Character Entities

Some characters are reserved in HTML. For example, you cannot use the greater
than or less than signs within your text because the browser could mistake them
for markup. If you want the browser to actually display these characters, you must
insert character entities in the HTML source.

A character entity looks like this: &entity_name; or &#entity_number;
To display a less than sign, you must write: &1t; or &#60;

The advantage of using an entity name instead of a number is that the name often
is easier to remember. However, the disadvantage is that browsers may not support
all entity names (while the support for entity numbers is very good).

Nonbreaking Space
The most common character entity in HTML is the nonbreaking space.

Normally, HTML truncates spaces in your text. If you write 10 spaces in your text,
HTML will remove 9 of them. To add lots of spaces to your text, use the &nbsp;
character entity.

Head Element

The head element <head> contains general information, also called meta-
information, about a document. Meta means “information about”. You can say that
meta-data means information about data, or meta-information means information
about information. The head element includes important information such as the
documents title, style instructions, and more.

What'’s Inside the Head Element?

As discussed earlier in the last section, the head element contains general informa-
tion (meta-information) about a document.

HTML also includes a meta element <meta> that goes inside the head element.
The purpose of the meta element is to provide meta-information about the docu-
ment. Most often the meta element is used to provide information that is relevant
to browsers or search engines, like describing the content of your document.

The meta attributes in the following example identify the document’s author, edi-
tor, and the software used to create the page.

Uniform Resource Locator (URL)

Something called a uniform resource locator (URL) is used to address a document
(or other data) on the World Wide Web. When you click on a link in an HTML
document, an underlying <a> tag points to a place (an address) on the Web with an
href attribute value like this:

<a href="Tlastpage.htm">Last Page</a>

The lastpage.htm link in the example is a link that is relative to the Web site that
you are browsing, and your browser will construct a full Web address to access the
page, such as:

http://www.w3schools.com/html/Tastpage.htm
A full Web address follows these syntax rules:

scheme://host.domain:port/path/filename

»» The scheme is defining the type of Internet service. The most common type is

heep.
»» The domain is defining the Internet domain name like w3schools.com.

»» The host is defining the domain host. If omitted, the default host for http is
WWW.

»» The :port is defining the port number at the host. The port number is nor-
mally omitted. The default port number for htep is 80.
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»» The path is defining a path (a subdirectory) at the server. If the path is omitted,
the resource (the document) must be located at the root directory of the Web
site.

»» The filename is defining the name of a document. The default filename might
be default.asp, index.html, or something else depending on the settings of the
Web server.

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URL Encoding

URL encoding converts characters into a format that can be safely transmitted over
the Internet.

As you learned in Chapter 23, "HTML Uniform Resource Locators," Web brows-
ers request pages from Web servers by using a URL. The URL is the address of a
Web page like http://www.w3schools.com.

URLs can only be sent over the Internet using the ASCII character set. ASCII is a
7-bit character set containing 128 characters. It contains the numbers from 0-9, the
uppercase and lowercase English letters from A to Z, and some special characters.

See Appendix G, "HTML ISO-8859-1 Reference,” for the complete
ASCII character set.

Because URLs often contain characters outside the ASCII set, the URL has to be
converted. URL encoding converts the URL into a valid ASCII format. It replaces
unsafe ASCII characters with "%" followed by two hexadecimal digits correspond-
ing to the character values in the 1ISO-8859-1 character set. ISO-8859-1 is the
default character set in most browsers.

The first 128 characters of ISO-8859-1 are the original ASCII character set (the
numbers from 0-9, the uppercase and lowercase English alphabet, and some special
characters). The higher part of ISO-8859-1 (codes from 160-255) contains the
characters used in Western European countries and some commonly used special
characters.

Your Windows PC as a Web Server

If you want other people to view your pages, you must publish them. To publish
your work, you must save your pages on a Web server.

Your own PC can act as a Web server if you install Internet Information Server (IIS)
or Personal Web Server (PWS). IIS or PWS turns your computer into a Web server.
Microsoft IIS and PWS are free Web server components.

Mac OS X users can also run their own local web server sim-
ply by checking the "Web Sharing" option in the Systems Sharing prefer-
ence and then sticking their .html/.css/.Web files in their "Sites" folder.

Internet Information Server (lIS)

I1S is a set of Internet-based services for servers created by Microsoft for use with
Microsoft Windows. IIS comes with Windows 2000, XP, Vista, and 7. It is also
available for Windows NT.

IIS is easy to install and ideal for developing and testing Web applications. IIS
includes Active Server Pages (ASP), a server-side scripting standard that can be used
to create dynamic and interactive Web applications.
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If you want to know more about ASP, see the w3schools ASP tutorial:

Personal Web Server (PWS)

PWS is for older Windows systems like Windows 95, 98, and NT. PWS is easy to
install and can be used for developing and testing Web applications including ASP.

We don't recommend running PWS for anything other than training.
It is outdated and has security issues.

Not all versions of Windows support IIS and/or PWS, but most do. Here’s a rela-
tively complete list.

»»  Windows 7 Home, Professional, Enterprise, and Ultimate come with IIS 7.5
»»  Windows Vista Business, Enterprise and Ultimate come with IIS 7
»» Windows Vista Home Premium comes with IIS 7

»» Windows Vista Home Edition does not support PWS or IIS

»» Windows XP Professional comes with IIS 5.1

» Windows XP Home Edition does not support IIS or PWS

» Windows 2000 Professional comes with I1S 5.0

»» Windows NT Professional comes with IIS 3 and also supports IIS 4
» Windows NT Workstation supports PWS and IIS 3

»» Windows Me does not support PWS or IIS

» Windows 98 comes with PWS

» Windows 95 supports PWS

Installing IIS on Windows Vista and
Windows 7

Follow these steps to install IIS on Windows Vista or 7:
1. Open the Control Panel from the Start menu.

2. Double-click Programs and Features.
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3. Click “Turn Windows features on or off” (a link to the left).
4. Select the check box for Internet Information Services (IIS), and click OK.

After you install IIS, be sure to run Microsoft Update to install all patches for bugs
and security problems. Test your Web, as explained later in this chapter.

Installing IIS on Windows XP and Win-
dows 2000

Follow these steps to install IIS on Windows XP and Windows 2000:
1. On the Start menu, click Settings and select Control Panel.

Double-click Add or Remove Programs.

Click Add/Remove Windows Components.

Click Internet Information Services (IIS).

Click Details.

Select the check box for World Wide Web Service, and click OK.

Create a new folder under wwwwroot and name it something like “MyWeb.”
Write some ASP code and save the file as testl.asp in the new folder.

Make sure your Web server is running.

Open your browser and type “http://localhost/MyWeb/test1.asp” to view your
first Web page.

Look for the IIS (or PWS) symbol in your Start menu or taskbar. The
program has functions for starting and stopping the Web server, disabling and
enabling ASP, and much more.
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Installing PWS on Windows 95, 98, and Windows
NT
Follow these steps to install PWS on Windows 95, 98, and Windows NT:

»» Windows 98. Open the Add-ons folder on your Windows CD, find the PWS
folder and double-click runsetup.exe to install PWS.

» Windows 95 or Windows NT. Download Windows NT 4.0 Option Pack
from Microsoft, and install PWS.

Test your Web as described earlier.

Your Next Step: A Professional Web
Server
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If you do not want to use PWS or IIS, you must upload your files to a public server.
Most Internet service providers (ISPs) will offer to host your Web pages. If your
employer has an Internet server, you can ask him to host your Web site.

If you are really serious about this, you should install your own Internet server.

Unicode Standard

Because the character sets listed in the preceding table are limited in size and are not
compatible in multilingual environments, the Unicode Consortium developed the
Unicode Standard. The Consortium’s goal is to replace the existing character sets
with its standard Unicode Transformation Format (UTF).

The Unicode Standard covers all the characters, punctuations, and symbols in the
world. Unicode enables processing, storage, and interchange of text data no matter
what the platform, no matter what the program, no matter what the language.

The first 256 characters of Unicode character sets correspond to the 256 char-
acters of ISO-8859-1.

The Unicode Standard has become a success and is implemented in XML, Java,
ECMAScript (JavaScript), LDAP, CORBA 3.0, WML, and so on. The Unicode
Standard is also supported in many operating systems and all modern browsers. The
Unicode Consortium cooperates with the leading standards development organiza-

tions, like ISO, W3C, and ECMA.

Unicode can be implemented by different character sets. The most commonly used

encodings are UTF-8 and UTF-16 include the following:

UTE-8 A character in UTF-8 can be from 1 to 4 bytes long.
UTF-8 can represent any character in the Unicode
standard. UTEF-8 is backwards compatible with ASCII.
UTF-8 is the preferred encoding for e-mail and Web
pages.

UTE-16 16-bit Unicode Transformation Format is a variable-
length character encoding for Unicode, capable of
encoding the entire Unicode repertoire. UTF-16 is
used in major operating systems and environments, like
Microsoft Windows 2000/XP/2003/Vista/CE and the

Java and .NET byte code environments.

All HTML 4 processors already support UTF-8,and all XML processors
support UTF-8 and UTF-16.

ASCII Character Set

The ASCII character set is used to send information between computers on the
Internet. ASCII stands for the American Standard Code for Information Inter-
change. It was designed in the early 1960s as a standard character set for computers
and hardware devices like teleprinters and tapedrives.

ASCII is a 7-bit character set containing 128 characters. It contains the numbers
from 0-9, the uppercase and lowercase English letters from A to Z, and some special
characters. The character sets used in modern computers, HTML, and the Internet

are all based on ASCII.

The following table lists the 128 ASCII characters and their equivalent HTML
entity codes.

1ISO-8859-1

ISO-8859-1 is the default character set in most browsers.

The first 128 characters of ISO-8859-1 make up the original ASCII character set
(the numbers from 0-9, the uppercase and lowercase English alphabet, and some
special characters).

The higher part of ISO-8859-1 (codes from 160-255) contains the characters used
in Western European countries and some commonly used special characters.

Reserved Characters in HTML

Some characters are reserved in HTML. For example, you cannot use the greater-
than or less-than signs within your text because the browser could mistake them
for markup.

Entities are used to implement reserved characters or to express characters that can-
not easily be entered with the keyboard.

URL
encoding replaces unsafe ASCII characters with “%” followed by two hexadecimal
digits corresponding to the character values in the ISO-8859-1 character set.

URLs cannot contain spaces. URL encoding normally replaces a space
with a + sign.
